The First Alaskan Institute was founded by the Alaska Federation of Natives (AFN) in 1989 as the AFN Foundation, a 501 (c) 3 non-profit organization. In 2000, the foundation became independent of AFN and was renamed the First Alaskans Institute. It is governed by a Board of Trustees composed of Alaska Native leaders who bring a diversity of experience in both the private and public sectors.

In 2003, First Alaskans Institute created the Alaska Native Policy Center with the purpose of enabling Alaska Natives to become informed about, actively involved in and to have impact on the education, economic and social policy issues that will determine our futures as 21st century indigenous peoples. 

Funding for the summer intern program is provided primarily through a grant from the Denali Commission. This paid internship is 10 weeks in length, from early June to mid-August. While schedules can be adjusted based on student academic schedules, interns are expected to complete the entire 10 week session. Internship placements are available throughout Alaska. 

Interns will unite for a 5 day orientation at the beginning and end of the internship. Interns will also be provided with concentrated leadership development training every other Friday during the summer program. Web casting and web conferencing will be utilized on leadership Friday’s for interns not located in Anchorage.
