EYAK  ALTERNATIVE TRANSPORTATION PLANNING PROJECT
“FRIDAY REPORT”
October 30, 2009
Project consulting group Land Design North Inc. hosted the Alternative Transportation Planning Project Steering Committee Meeting Forum in Anchorage, Alaska at the Hotel Captain Cook in the Voyager Room on October 20th @ 10:00am as scheduled.  Other participants included the NVE project staff, the project consulting firms, agency advisory personnel, representatives for the private sector, and also a few private citizens.  Attendance was a complimentary twenty-two ( 22) participants of the original twenty-five (25) listed on the invitation roster.  A big thank-you to those that attended!  You helped make it a very successful meeting; and to those that could not be there, we thank you for your continuing efforts.  
The forum was opened by Robert (Moose) Henrichs, the President of the Native Village of Eyak, after project and agenda introduction from Sara Doyle of Land Design North Inc.  Bruce Cain, Executive Director for the Native Village, was then introduced to present further details of the project that included project needs and goals, final document preparations, new technologies, and the vision statement.   Introduction of the forum participants came next with each individual introducing themselves with a brief description of their backgrounds.
Chris Beck of Agnew::Beck then presented a report on the history of transportation in Alaska that included a brief historical perspective and recap of Natives in the planning area as well as the associated trade and interaction.  Chris then opened the forum for discussion from the floor to hear concerns and issues that may be included in the “final dissemination of the draft report and feedback from communities, steering committee, agency list, and others” to be posted on the NVE Website and mail copies.
Participants presented a full range of topics for review and discussion with highlights on issues regarding identification of existing trail routes, cultural backgrounds, historical places of trade, Native songs, elder legends and history and stories, agency involvement, types of multi-modal connections, types of planning needs, roles of the ferry system, existing infrastructures, proposed infrastructures, costs of operations of existing transportation systems, potential types of alternative transportation, and what the next steps may be to include prioritization, recommendations, and walking trails.                   
 The forum ended at 12:30pm for lunch with a presentation given by Dan Moreno of Moreno Tribal Transportation Consulting Services during lunch.
