Our next steering committee meeting will be in Cordova, Alaska on THURSDAY, AUGUST 6, 2009.

We have heard back from some of you on the field trip and have 8 people confirmed and 3 possibles.

We have space for 15 so please let us know right away. (e-mail and phone below).

Our staff was warmly welcomed in Yakutat and Bert Adams Jr. with the Yakutat Tlingit Tribal Council  was an excellent host and pulled together a great group for us to discuss the parameters of our alternative transportation planning grant. They are very interested in trying to develop more “ecotourism” opportunities, and they see the potential that trails play in bringing more economic development as well as connectivity for Yakutat to the villages and communities along the Gulf of Alaska and Prince William Sound. We flew back to Cordova in a small charter plane on a picture perfect day along the coast. We were able to get spectacular glimpses of the Hubbard Glacier, the mysterious Malaspina Glacier, Icy Bay, Cape Yakataga and the old logging road connecting it to Icy Bay, and Vitus Lake with its floating “bergy bits.” Then from Katalla, we wound our way up the eastern edge of the Copper River Delta. All along, we were imagining what it must have been like for the two young men who mountain biked all this distance, or the “sound trekking” couple who hiked their way along this same stretch all the way from Seattle.  Adventuresome spirits!! 

We have more community meetings ahead, and hopefully by next week, a website link will be up with our project information and maps.  The draft public input survey is being looked at and commented on and should be ready by mid July.  We continue to make contacts with individuals, communities, tribal councils, agencies and organizations who we think might be interested in what we are doing and want to give input. So stay tuned, and do not hesitate to contact us with ideas, suggestions or contacts.  We hope to see you on August 6th.
